Assists in the performance of light 
maintenance on air conditioning units and maintenance on equipment in the facility. May assists in the 
performance of minor electrical repairs to switches and boxes, and replace electric lights, fuses and fixtures. 
Performs other related duties as assigned.  
 

Qualifications: Incumbent must have knowledge in general carpentry and painting, and a general working 

knowledge of the basic shop machines and their safe operating procedures. Must have some practical 
knowledge of the general trades involve in maintenance work. Must be familiar with basic tools and 
materials required in making routine repairs to buildings and ground structures.
