PREPARING YOUR ROOM FOR DEPLOYMENT OR LEAVE

It is very important when departing for deployment or extended periods of leave or absence that you prepare your
room with the best housekeeping practices. Secure all of your personal belongings. Make sure windows are closed
and locked. Lock all wardrobes and/or closets and all valuables including laptops and game consoles. Throw away
food that will expire during the time you are away. Empty all trashcans, turn off and unplug all electronics. Turn off all
lights. For rooms with kitchens, kitchen should be free of grease and grime and all dishes left clean and organized. Set
the thermostat between 68 and 72 degrees. Leave a clean room with beds made and all necessary cleaning chores
completed.

All UH Residents are advised you are only assigned to one side of your room. Please do not use the other side/bed for
anything. The unassigned side is to remain ready for assignment at all times.
